through the 350Zs and on to
the G33s.

Unfortunately, one issue
with most mass-produced uni-
body vehicles is transmitted
road noise. Zs and (s are no
exception. Among all the Zs
and Gs, the G35 sedan may
arguably have the biggest noise
problem due to its trunk and
larger back seat area.

Since a certain editory G35
sedan was a prime candidate
for noise reduction, a little
research was in order. A web
search resulted in over a hun-
dred thousand sites containing
the word Dynamat—perhaps
the best known product of this
type. Another search revealed a
similar product called B-Quiet.
According to their website
comparison, B-Quiet Uldmate

has essentially the same sound
deadening characteristics as
Dynamat Xtreme, but is
lighter, thinner, and less costly.

Afrer reviewing the testi-
monials, T called B-Quicts
owner, Wade Galloway. Based
on his recommendations, I
decided to install Ultimate in
the trunk and under the bhack
seat, and then add a “blanket”
of Veomp under the trunk mat.

The B-Quiet Ultimate
came in a 12" by 50' roll. It
was reasonably simple to
install. Measure and cut to fit
remove the paper backing;
carefully lay in place, sticky
side down: and use a wooden
roller to “set” it. Cutting and
fitting the Veomp was even
easier. Using the trunk mat as a
pattern, mark the top side of
the material and cut it out with
a large pair of shears. (A large
knife or box cutter should also
work well.)

.122 second reaction time hole shot tc defeat the quicker and faster
Supra. The Z posted an 11.68 ET and 128 mph quarter mile run
against the Supra’s loosing 11.61 ET and 138 mph run (the driver's
.493 reaction time doomed the car). Balance Performance Motorsports
in Sugar Hill GA (www.balancedperformance.com) did most of the
performance work on the Z32, which is loaded to the gills with Jim
Wolf Technology parts. A madification not generally seen on Zs is its
5-gallon fuel cell for the 118 octane racing fuel. A series of electric solenoids are used to switch
from street gas to race gas. The fuel return line solenoid is delayed by about 10 seconds to avoid
pumping street gas into the 5-gallon tank. So with the flip of a switch, Randy’s Z goes from a 535
rwhp daily driver to a 604 rwhp drag car. A Racelogic traction control system
is used to assist in hooking the Mickey Thompson Street ET Drag Radials.
